COURSE DESCRIPTION

The nature of Old Testament prophecy and the language of prophecy. The eighth century
prophets with special reference to the book of Amos. Either a) exegesis of selections of the
English text of Amos, or b) translation and exegesis of selections of the Hebrew text of

Amos.
